The US and Iraq were set in January 2024 to begin negotiations to end US military presence in Iraq.
Depending on their size or utility, the installations were called: camp, forward operating bases (FOBs), contingency operating bases (COBs), contingency operating sites (COSs), combat outposts (COPs), patrol base (PBs), logistic based (log bases), fire bases (FBs), convoy support centers (CSCs), logistic support areas (LSAs), and joint security stations
(JSSs). Near the end of Occupation of Iraq (2003-2011), the last several camps and forward operating bases were changed to contingency operating bases and sites. At the height of the occupation, the US had 170,000 personnel in uniform stationed in 505 bases throughout all provinces of Iraq. Another 135,000 private military contractors were also
working in Iraq.[1][2] Due to International military intervention against ISIL, personnel returned to old bases and new bases were created. Control of many U.S.-operated bases was transferred to the Iraqi government during the 2020-2021 U.S. troop withdrawal. At the request of the Iraqi government in January 2024,[3] and amid rising regional

Joint Base Balad was one of the multitude of military installations maintained and used by the United States of America in Iraq. It was known under multiple names, including
Balad Air Base, Al Bakr Air Base, Camp Anaconda or LSA Anaconda. The base was one of the widest ones run by the Americans. Its history was pretty small, as it was then disestablished after the official withdrawal from 2011. It was handed back to the new Iragi government. The base was located about 65 kilometers away from Baghdad and could
easily host more than 36,000 individuals. During its peak, it hosted about 28,000 military troops and more than 8,000 civilian contractors and employees. It was also among the bases with the most advanced facilities, not to mention about its attraction towards politicians, authorities, officials and celebrities. History Prior to being taken over by the
United States of America, Joint Base Balad was the largest and most significant base in the Iraqgi Air Force during the leadership of Saddam Hussein. It was initially commissioned as Al Bakr Air Base, in the memory of the Iraqi president who led the country between 1968 and 1979 - Ahmed Hassan Al Bakr. The activity at this base was never too low.
It hosted some of the most advanced aircrafts in the Iraqi Air Force, including MIG 23 fighters and a few other squadrons and brigades. The base was always active enough as if the country was at war. Among the military personnel, Joint Base Balad was popular for something else though - the HAS (Hardened Aircraft Shelters) the Yugoslavian troops
raised during the war between Iraq and Iran, from 1980 to 1988. The base hosted four such areas, two of them for each of the runways - one in the front and one in the back. Each such area could host about thirty shelters. The American domination began after the Iraq invasion. It was one of the most important centers the Americans decided to take
over. It also played a major role in the catch of Saddam Hussein and the fights against the Iraqi warriors. The 332-nd Air Expeditionary Wing and the 310-th Sustainment Command were the main two units hosted on site. One of them belonged to the United States Army, while the other one was operated by the United States Air Force. The base was
under the jurisdiction of the US Army until 2009. When the US Air Force stepped in too, it adopted a joint status and was renamed to what it is today. The American domination over Joint Base Balad ended in December, 2011, when the forces were slowly withdrawing from the area. The Iraqi Air Force took over from there. Facilities Joint Base Balad
benefited from some of the best facilities. It played a major role due to its primary mission - hosting some of the most dangerous prisoners of war. The facility was an internment one and was
established close to one of the most important ports in Iraq - Umm Qasr. The site was so wide that it hosted more than 20,000 prisoners during the few years of the invasion. Mission Camp Bucca had a clear and concise mission that never changed during its short history. In an attempt to capture Saddam Hussein and as many Iraqi officials as
possible, the United States of America required a few huge detention facilities. The one at Umm Qasr was just one of the largest ones. Although its mission was to host the prisoners of war, the press has revealed multiple abuses performed by American military troops over the defenseless prisoners. Many of them were physically, psychically and
sexually abused. Although many pictures reached the media, no action was taken against the abusers. History The history of Camp Bucca begins as Camp Freddy. It was not owned by the United States of America, but by the British troops. The mission was the same - hosting the prisoners of war. The facility was handed over to the American troops in
2003. Although the mission remained the same, the name was changed to what it is today in the memory of the fire marshal that was killed during the deadly attacks over World Trade Center, on September, 11-th, 2011. He became the only fire marshal to be killed in action at the NYC department. Ronald Bucca was registered with the 800-th Brigade
too. A more important scandal including sexual offenses against the Iraqi prisoners of war took place at the camp from Abu Ghraib. Many of the traumatized prisoners were then transferred to Camp Bucca. The leadership was changed and the scandals immediately ceased. Although the early years of this detention facility didn’t bring in too many
rewards and good reputation, its latest years turned it into a role model facility. The prisoners were hosted at better housing facilities, while they could also take various courses. They were allowed to practice a few sports, get visits from their family members and benefit from a few other facilities, such as tea or cigarettes. The camp also hosted a
professional hospital maintained by the United States Army. It had multiple clinics and sections to cover as many problems as possible. Camp Bucca saw a lot of rockets during its few years of existence. The authorities decided to shut it down in 2009. It was one of the major victories of the Iraqi people. The base was given back to the Iraqi
government in 2010. The missile attacks were stopped right away. During the same day, the Iragi government gave a local company - Kufan Group - the chance to invest in this installation and turn it into a logistics center for the nearby port. Forward Operating Base (FOB) Sykes is located in the Northern Iraqi province of Ninewah a few miles
outside of Tall’Afar. The base was used as an established outpost for United States combat and tactical operations during Operation Iraqi Freedom. As a forward operating base, Skyes was designed to be mission specific, amenities like runways, hospitals and chow halls are optional additions, not necessities. All FOB’s are meant to work in tight
collaboration with nearby FOB’s, combat outposts (COB’s) and major installations like airfields. FOB Sykes was a former Iraqi airfield, which following the initial US invasion, was quickly appropriated by the Army. The accessibility for aircraft and strategic location made it a clear choice for troop occupation. Tall’Afar was also one of the most active
insurgent areas of Iraq. In addition to hostilities with US troops, the local insurgent population has been in a continual battle with the local population of Turkmen. Religious differences between the Turkmen and Islamic nationalists have led to multiple instances of suicide bombings, car bombings, small arms fire and indirect fire attacks. To many
Islamic groups, the presence of Turkmen serves as a further representation of American presence and regime change. The location of FOB Sykes was, and continues to still be an important factor in its strategic value. The terrain around FOB Skykes is some of the most inhospitable in the region. The surrounding deserts are vast, bone dry and
extremely problematic for navigation. Weather in the region has also been known to change dramatically without notice. Visibility can be reduced to inches in a matter of a few seconds. FOB Sykes played a crucial role in the days following the initial invasion of the Iraq. By 2004, FOB Sykes was taking regular part in combat operations in northern
Iraqg and served as a stopover point. The already in place airfield structure was utilized a great deal, and Sykes was regularly filled with Army rotary aircraft and Air Force C-130 cargo planes. Though not regularly mentioned or well-remembered by most US forces who took part in Operation Iraqi Freedom, the FOB is well referenced by military
strategist. To those who rotated through the area, FOB Sykes is remembered as a no frills desolate spot that often thrust its inhabitants directly into the action. Previously, the air base was
called "al-Qadr", then it was called "Objective Webster", and now - Ain al-Asad. Forward Operating Base Abu Ghraib is one of the first military bases established by the United States of America in Iraq. The base is located in Abu Ghraib, in the Anbar province. It is only 32 km away from the Baghdad downtown and just 15 km from the international
airport of the Iraqi capital. It is in the immediate proximity of Camp Victory too, another base that is run by the United States of America. This forward operating base didn’t have a very long life. Although it had an amazing start, its ascension quickly drew to an end in 2006. History Soon after the United States of America decided to invade Iraq and to
capture Saddam Hussein, a comprehensive plan came to an end with Kuwait as the main entrance in the country. As the American forces were quickly advancing through the foreign lands looking for the old leader of Iraq, they established multiple military installations and a lot of prisons. The resistance was huge, especially since the general
objectives of this mission were not clearly defined. For a lot of people and especially for the Iraqgi insurgents, the invasion was only targeting the oil and the petrochemical resources. During the Iraqi invasion and its life as an active camp, the local prison at FOB Abu Ghraib hosted thousands of prisoners of war. Its peak came in 2004, when more than
7,000 insurgents and opponents were hosted on site. Aside from the general fighters, some high ranked Iraqi personalities got behind the gates of the prison as well. As long as someone was suspected to fight against the invasion, the prison quickly became a certain and final destination. Saddam Hussein was executed in December, 2006, after a long
trial. Before his execution, FOB Abu Ghraib lived to see its final moments. The press got in the possession of some footage presenting a lot of unacceptable acts of sodomy, rape, sexual, psychical and physical abuses or torture. All these acts were performed by the American troops on dozens of Iraqgi prisoners who had no real chance to defend
themselves. The images were shocking, but only for the civilian audience. It seems that by the time they were revealed to the whole world, the US Army Criminal Investigation Command was already aware of what was happening and working on this case. All the acts were performed by troops in the 372-nd Military Police Company along with a few
other American agencies. The result of these accusations came as a harsh hit for the international laws, as well as the Iraqi population who was directly affected. Nothing happened. It was a gross result and one of the multitude of black spots on the United States of America. Units There were more than twenty units that came and left FOB Abu Ghraib
over the years. The list might have been larger if the 372-nd Military Police Company didn’t abuse the Iraqi prisoners of war. Some of the other names include the 142-nd Field Artillery Regiment, the 1-st Battalion 119-th Field Artillery, the 3-rd Battalion 1-st Marines and the 848-th Forward Surgical Team. active anymoreCamp Victory is the most important component of the Victory Complex in Iraq. The complex is a military base run by the United States forces after the invasion of Iraq. This area represented one of the essential spots on the Iraqgi map. The complex consists of 10 different bases. They are placed around the international airport of
Baghdad. The location and the objective they protect are the factors that make them so important. Although each of them is unique in its own way, has specific tasks and directions and is run independently, camp Victory hosts the most important headquarters and is an unofficial and indirect ruler. The other bases around the Baghdad airport are
Cropper, Liberty, Slayer, Fuel Point, Dublin, Sather, Striker, Victory Fuel Point and Radwaniyah Pallace. Camp Victory is the first one established, hence its importance. It was set up in 2003 and represented one of the first major sites taken over during the invasion. It is commanded by General Raymond T. Odierno, helped by four other lieutenants.
Although all these bases are extremely important for the US Government, the locals just cannot care less for their names and objectives. What the Americans know as Camp Victory, the natives know as the Al Faw Palace, one of Saddam Hussein’s masterpieces. The place was taken over during the war with Iran. The camp is currently the home of the
III Corps. It also hosted the I Corps and the XVIII Airbone Corps garrisons. The name was given after the Victory Corps, which are currently hosted at a different base from Germany - Heidelberg. Facilities After being established in 2003, Camp Victory was nicely organized like an actual city. Although it does not have the size of a city organized on
neighborhoods, it is administered in the same way, through multiple small communities. Red Leg or Freedom Village are just two of the small communities that can be seen as neighborhoods. Red Leg is popular inside the camp for Area 51, which is actually a building. Around the edges of the camp, there are two other smaller communities. They are
inhabited by American and local contractors. The inhabitants benefit from some of the most important restaurants in the United States of America, as well as a nicely built dining facility. There are also a few coffee shops, not to mention about the chain of shops located in the southern side. Finally, the sport lovers can always kill their time on the
football and basketball fields. Every year, the Camp Victory inhabitants are entertained by the famous WWE group, providing wrestling shows between both males and females. Housing Camp Victory, like all the other camps in this country, are considered to be insecure for the United States individuals. Therefore, all the troops deployed in this area
are hosted on site. Since the war is not entirely over yet, the troops are supposed to come alone, without their families. Not even the superiors can bring in their loved ones. Camp Justice, formerly known as Camp Banzai, was renamed in the middle of September in 2004 as per an initiative to change the names of United States military bases in Iraq. A
team of experts determined that “justice” is a friendlier word than “banzai.” The original name proved to be prophetic, and extraordinarily appropriate: Camp Justice served as the location for Saddam Hussein’s execution in 2006, and in 2007 Barzan Ibrahim al-Tikriti, Awad Hamed al-Bandar, and Taha Yassin Ramadan were all hanged. In 2010,
Saddam’s cousin Ali Hassan al-Majid—the infamous man known as Chemical Ali—was also hanged. The base served to support American interests in Iraq during Operation Enduring Freedom.
